The Epistle

BRETHREN, when Christ appeared as a high priest of the good things that have come, then
through the greater and more perfect tent (not made with hands, that is, not of this creation)
he entered once for all into the Holy Place, taking not the blood of goats and calves but his
own blood, thus securing an eternal redemption. For if the sprinkling of defiled persons with
the blood of goats and bulls and with the ashes of a heifer sanctifies for the purification of the
flesh, how much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself
without blemish to God, purify your conscience from dead works to serve the living God.

The Gospel

Once again, Jesus took the twelve disciples aside and told them what was going to happen to
him. He said: We are now on our way to Jerusalem where the Son of Man will be handed over
to the chief priests and the teachers of the Law of Moses. They will sentence him to death and
hand him over to foreigners, who will make fun of him and spit on him. They will beat him
and kill him. But three days later he will rise to life. James and John, the sons of Zebedee, came
up to Jesus and asked, “Teacher, will you do us a favor?” Jesus asked them what they wanted,
and they answered, “When you come into your glory, please let one of us sit at your right
side and the other at your left.” Jesus told them, “You don't really know what you're asking!
Are you able to drink from the cup that I must soon drink from or be baptized as I must be
baptized?” “Yes, we are!” James and John answered. Then Jesus replied, “You certainly will
drink from the cup from which I must drink. And you will be baptized just as I must! But it
isn't for me to say who will sit at my right side and at my left. This is for God to decide.” When
the ten other disciples heard this, they were angry with James and John. But Jesus called the
disciples together and said: You know that those foreigners who call themselves kings like to
order their people around. And their great leaders have full power over the people they rule.
But don't act like them. If you want to be great, you must be the servant of all the others. And
if you want to be first, you must be everyone's slave. The Son of Man did not come to be a
slave master, but a slave who will give his life to rescue many people.
