Message from FR. MICHAEL L. PASTRIKOS, PROTOPRESBYTER

Holy Pentecost

After the Saviour’s Ascension into the Heavens, the eleven
Apostles and the rest of His disciples, the God-loving
women who followed after Him from the beginning, His
Mother, the most holy Virgin Mary, and His brethren-all
together about 120 souls returned from the Mount of Olives
to Jerusalem. Entering into the house where they gathered,
they went into the upper room, and there they persevered
in prayer and supplication, awaiting the coming of the Holy
Spirit, as their Divine Teacher had promised them. In the
meanwhile, they chose Matthias, who was elected to take the
place of Judas among the Apostles.

Thus, on this day, the seventh Sunday of Pascha, the tenth
day after the Ascension and the fiftieth day after Pascha, at
the third hour of the day from the rising of the sun, there
suddenly came a sound from Heaven, as when a mighty
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wind blows, and it filled the whole house where the Apostles
and the rest with them were gathered. Immediately after
the sound, there appeared tongues of fire that divided and
rested upon the head of each one. Filled with the Spirit, all
those present began speaking not in their native tongue, but
in other tongues and dialects, as the Holy Spirit instructed
them.

The multitudes that had come together from various places
for the feast, most of whom were Jews by race and religion,
were called Parthians, Medes, Elamites, and so forth,
according to the places where they dwelt. Though they spoke
many different tongues, they were present in Jerusalem by
divine dispensation. When they heard that sound that came
down from Heaven to the place where the disciples of Christ
were gathered, all ran together to learn what had taken place.
But they were confounded when they came and heard the
Apostles speaking in their own tongues. Marvelling at this,
they said one to another, “Behold, are not all these which
speak Galileans? And how hear we every man in our own
tongue, wherein we were born?” But others, because of their
foolishness and excess of evil, mocked the wonder and said
that the Apostles were drunken.

Then Peter stood up with the eleven, and raising his voice,
spoke to all the people, proving that that which had taken
place was not drunkenness, but the fulfilment of God’s
promise that had been spoken by the Prophet Joel: “And it
shall come to pass in the last days, that I shall pour out of
My Spirit upon all flesh, and your sons and daughters shall
prophesy” (Joel 2:28), and he preached Jesus of Nazareth
unto them, proving in many ways that He is Christ the
Lord, Whom the Jews crucified but God raised from the
dead. On hearing Peter’s teaching, many were smitten
with compunction and received the word. Thus, they were
baptized, and on that day about three thousand souls were
added to the Faith of Christ.

Such, therefore, are the reasons for today’s feast: the coming
of the All-holy Spirit into the world, the completion of the
Lord Jesus Christs promise, and the fulfilment of the hope
of the sacred disciples, which we celebrate today. This is
the final feast of the great mystery and dispensation of
God’s incarnation. On this last, and great, and saving day of
Pentecost, the Apostles of the Saviour, who were unlearned
fishermen, made wise now of a sudden by the Holy Spirit,
clearly and with divine authority spoke the heavenly
doctrines. They became heralds of the truth and teachers

Reading:

Honouring the friends of God with much reverence,
the Prophet-King David says, “But to me, exceedingly
honourable are Thy friends, O Lord” (Ps. 138:16). And
the divine Apostle, recounting the achievements of the
Saints, and setting forth their memorial as an example
that we might turn away from earthly things and from
sin, and emulate their patience and courage in the
struggles for virtue, says, “Wherefore seeing we also
are compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses,
let us lay aside every burden, and the sin which doth
so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race
that is set before us” (Heb. 12:1).
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This commemoration began as the Sunday (Synaxis)
of All Martyrs; to them were added all the ranks of
Saints who bore witness (the meaning of “Martyr” in
Greek) to Christ in manifold ways, even if occasion did
not require the shedding of their blood.

Therefore, guided by the teaching of the Divine
Scriptures and Apostolic Tradition, we the pious
honour all the Saints, the friends of God, for they are
keepers of God’s commandments, shining examples
of virtue, and benefactors of mankind. Of course,
we honour the known Saints especially on their own
day of the year, as is evident in the Menologion. But
since many Saints are unknown, and their number has
increased with time, and will continue to increase until
the end of time, the Church has appointed that once
a year a common commemoration be made of all the
Saints. This is the feast that we celebrate today. It is the
harvest of the coming of the Holy Spirit into the world;
it is the “much fruit” brought forth by that “Grain of
wheat that fell into the earth and died” (John 12:24);
it is the glorification of the Saints as “the foundation
of the Church, the perfection of the Gospel, they who
fulfilled in deed the sayings of the Saviour” (Sunday of
All Saints, Doxasticon of Vespers).

In this celebration, then, we reverently honour and
call blessed all the Righteous, the Prophets, Apostles,
Martyrs, Confessors, Shepherds, Teachers, and Holy
Monastics, both men and women alike, known and
unknown, who have been added to the choirs of the
Saints and shall be added, from the time of Adam until
the end of the world, who have been perfected in piety
and have glorified God by their holy lives. All these,
as well as the orders of the Angels, and especially our
most holy Lady and Queen, the Ever-virgin Theotokos
Mary, do we honour today, setting their life before us as
an example of virtue, and entreating them to intercede
in our behalf with God, Whose grace and boundless
mercy be with us all. Amen.
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CHURCH PARTICIPATION

How often it happens in life that a
person has one thing in his/her
heart and another upon their lips, and
wears two faces at once at the same time.

As your parish priest, I've encountered
untold numbers of people who say that
“I am not in church, but my heart is
with you and the church, and if I can do
anything for you just call me, because I
am so busy with my work. Sadly these
individuals are fooling themselves! If
their heart is in church, their body will
be there also. People who possess saving
faith, find a way to be with Christ, we
cannot separate our faith from our body
and mind.

There are others who faithfully
participate in church regularly with
their children and families. To give you
a vivid picture on what is happening
in our parish, we are still lacking in
participation, but slowly but surely we
will get there. But we can only do this
together as a family.

In the Gospel, according to St. Mark, we
read the account of men who took their
friend who was a paralytic, up on the
roof of a crowded house, they removed
a portion of the roof and lowered their
friend down, to be in the presence
of Christ, who healed the man of his
infirmity.

Where is our zeal and our enthusiasm
to be in the presence of Christ? Are we
ready to forfeit and sacrifice certain
things in our lives to pay more attention
for the needs of spiritual Souls? Today,
we are too busy doing other things that
we forget our responsibilities to Christ.
Are we willing to raise the roof to be
with Christ and to bring others with
us? Most people are ready to raise the
roof for money, a new home, a new car,
a big party, a wedding, for tickets to a
ball game, a concert, or a new job. How
many of us are willing to raise the roof
to come to church. We have proven
this throughout the years that our
concentration is not on Christ but for
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the sinful world that is out there ready
to destroy and kill us.

How many of us are ready to raise
the roof to hear the word of God, to
worship Him and to be in the presence
of Him, His angels and the Holy Saints
of the church. Year after year, we see
in all denominations of churches the
percentage of church participation
is dropping. We see the lack of faith
in parents who dont care for their
children’s spiritual ~ welfare, they
basically only care for themselves.

Thats why, so many live a life of
superficial faith, a faith that shows little
or no enthusiasm.

I would like to ask our readers a few
simple questions. When was the last
time you attended church? When was
the last time that you received the Holy
Sacraments of the church? When was
the last time you participated in an
important meeting or function? When
was the last time you helped a less
fortunate person come to church? When
was the last time you involved yourself
in the life of the church? By taking a
few moments, just think about these
questions, because this is the only way
we can measure where our faith is with
God. Yes, one may claim to be religious,
live a life of outward formalities, even
be on a church mailing list, or just send
a check in to say that you are a member
of the church, but it all means little if we
are not living a heart-centered faith that
bears good fruits of the Holy Spirit. Real
faith cannot be stopped from finding a
way to be with Jesus Christ. We all find
ways to with the people that we love.
There is a famous saying; “WHEN
THERE IS A WILL!! THERE IS A
WAY!!!. Living a sinful life, is always
the infection of impurity. Sin, will take
the innocent heart and make it a guilty
heart. It will take a pure mind and
make it impure. Have you been paying
attention to what’s surrounding you
everyday? Is this, the example that we
want to expose our children too. We, as

parents have to make these important
decisions. We all realize that Sin is a
behavior against the will of God, and
that TemptatioN will always be around
us making us feel terrible about the
sinful acts we do daily.

In our Orthodox experience learning
theology or reading a good book means
very little. It must be lived!!! We must
live our faith in Christ. Words can only
move us, or touch us emotionally, but
action is the right verb to get you in the
presence of God.

We all need to be like the friends who
brought the Paralytic to Christ. They
protrayed the true spirit of Christianity.
The greatest gift we can give to a person
who has no faith related religion is to
bring them to Christ. Many say well,
that is the priests job. But the truth
of the matter is that this is everyone’s
responsibility. Don't always blame the
priest, or the Parish Council, for the
lack of your participation, because we
are always trying to find excuses or
blame someone for our failure to come
to church.

There is a story from the desert Fathers
that a monk picked up a rock and said:
“If this rock could heal people would
you put it in your pocket or attempt to
touch as many people as possible? The
answer was Yes. The monk went on to
say that the rock symbolizes Christ and
that we should touch as many people as
possible with Christ’s Love.

I hope and pray that this article has
touched you in someway. We have a
Community to run and this cannot
be done by just a few parishoners we
must all pitch in and help that way we
can say also that through the efforts of
many our church and parish has grown
to what it is today a safe haven for our
children, an institution for learning,and
a place where we can call home and visit
anytime we feel like it. I look forward to
seeing you and your families in church
more in the coming months and years.
