EDITORIAL THOUGHTS-

By and large, they are the paradigms in-
stilling the fundamental values in us, en-
abling us to live good Christian lives to
the glory of God.  How fortunate we are
to have the Orthodox Church as our
guiding light, having held steadfast in its
dogma for two thousand years;  adher-
ing to God's Commandments and the
Creed of Faith.
Can you imagine what our lives would
be like without the profound teachings
of our Orthodox Church? It is no won-
der that thousands of individuals seeking
the original and true Christian Church
have espoused Orthodoxy.

His Eminence Archbishop Demetrios,
Primate of the Greek Orthodox Church
in America, has announced on behalf of
the Holy Eparchial Synod that 2005 will
be observed as the "Year of the  Fam-
ily".  This national  campaign, which will
include programs, activities, and re-
sources for all levels of the Church in
America, was officially launched at the
37th Biennial Clergy-Laity Congress
held in New York, July 25-30, 2004.

In announcing the "Year of the Family",
Archbishop Demetrios stated, "Through
this special emphasis on the family, our
goal is both to affirm the importance of
the family as a blessed gift of God and
to address the specific needs of fami-
lies as they try to live in a very challeng-
ing culture and world."

He continues "As Orthodox Christians
we know that each and every family
needs to be connected to the Church, a
place where true relationships with God
and one another are nurtured and sus-
tained.  Thus, through this program we
will be working to bring more aspects of
our faith into the home and to bring
more families into the Church."

The theme for the "Year of the Family"

will be "Family as Church," a program
that follows the biblical  phrase used by
the Apostle Paul, kat'oikon ecclecia,
"the church in the home" (Romans 16:5,
Colossians 4:15).  In explaining the sig-
nificance of the theme, Rev. Father
Constantine Sitaras, coordinator of the
Archdiocesan Center for Family Care,
stated, "We know the early Christians
met in homes for worship, teaching, and
fellowship.  This undoubtedly formed a
unique connection between Church and
Family.  We hope to renew this relation-
ship by showing families that the
Church and its attributes are essential
to the well-being of the family."

To assist this effort, resources for use in
the home and the parish are being pre-
pared and distributed.  On resource is a
table prayer guide that encourages
families to pray together.  Another is a
brochure on establishing a home
iconostasion, a place for regular  family
and personal prayer.  Parishes will re-
ceive resources for planning and con-
ducting a monthly parish family night.
Further, regional retreats and one-day
family conferences will be held through-
out the year to provide additional sup-

port and training.  To distribute these
and other resources, an extensive "Year
of the Family" web site has been estab-
lished at:

http://www.familyaschurch.org.

Currently, the site includes introductory
material for the "Year of the Family,"
and more resources will be added as
they are produced or made available.

The "Year of the Family" is the first ini-
tiative of the Archdiocese toward the
establishment of a national center for
family care.  This major effort was an-
nounced by Archbishop Demetrios at
the 2002 Congress in Los Angeles.  Fol-
lowing the Congress, the Archbishop
appointed a Roundtable on the Family
consisting of clergy, marriage and fam-
ily specialists, physicians, and other
professionals.  The Roundtable has met
regularly over the past two years to plan
and implement this  national campaign.
