How can we reach this plateau of spiritual com-
munication with our Lord? It’s very simple: we
need to come back to Christ,

this earth when we celebrate

Paschain 2016? Take a few sec-

onds to think about that. You

might say that thoughts like that

are very discouraging. I agree,

but in life we meet many diffi-

culties and discouragements.

We should not take this wonder-

ful celebration of Christ’s true

Resurrection from the dead so

lightly. We have come through

Meattfare, Cheesefare, and the

beginning of the Great Lenten

period, and then we experience

the Passion of Christ through

Holy Week services, leading to the great climax:
the Crucifixion and Resurrection of our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ. After that process, we must be
truly elated by the fact Pascha, the Passover of
Christ, will touch our souls and will offer us the il-
lumination of joy filled with God’s grace.

Our souls will be filled to overflowing, and we
will not know whether we are in heaven or on
earth. Only God will know, and to paraphrase St.
Paul’s words, “while it will touch another person
quietly, as if caressing him with a feather, almost
imperceptibly, but from being touched in this way
the Divine Paschal grace will pass though him and
fill him from head to foot with joyful trembling;
he will awaken and the eyes of his soul will open
to the light of a new life, and he will never forget
it throughout the rest of his life.”

This is the feeling and the experience that we
need to recognize coming out of the Paschal cel-
ebration. But how do we get to this point? What

meaning that we have to allow
him to embrace our mind and
soul and to regenerate passion
and enthusiasm within us. Think
of the father in the parable of the
prodigal son. What made the son
2o back to his father after leav-
ing him to find a better life? Sim-
ply, he didn’t find a better life be-
cause the grass was not greener
on the other side like he thought
it would be. Leaving his father
was the worst mistake he’d ever
made. It is the same with us when
we leave our Heavenly Father to
pursue the life that we want to live. If we leave our
Father, we will never see the light at the end of the
tunnel. The only things we will face are frustra-
tion, disappointment, a lack of love, loneliness,
emptiness, and the feeling of unworthiness.

There is a great saying that when a person hits
rock bottom in life, things can’t get any worse. So
the positive thing to do is to pick up yourself, wipe
the filth off, and start up the ladder of salvation.
In the Orthodox Church, we realize that the cel-
ebration of Pascha marks a Passover from this life
to the next. Life itself is a bridge: pass over it, but
don’t build your home upon it. We all have a free
will that has been given to us by God. Every per-
son has the right to choose their own destiny. But
no matter which direction you choose to guide
your life in, there is a price to pay at the end of
the trip.

Honorable Archons of the Ecumenical Patriarchate, Esteemed Members of the Metropolitan
Council, Esteemed Members of the Parish Councils, Philoptochos Societies, Faculty and
Students of the Catechetical and Greek Afternoon Schools, Directors and Participants of all
Youth Organizations, and all devout Orthodox Christians of the Greek Orthodox Communities
of our Holy Metropolis of New Jersey

My Beloved,

“Glory to the Most High! May this mark the beginning of a new age for all humankind,
an era when the Word of God charts and guides our lives” (the late Archbishop Iakovos of North
and South America after President Lyndon B. Johnson signed the Civil Rights Act of 1964.)

Archbishop Iakovos’ support of the Reverend Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. and the faith-
based American Civil Rights Movement, actualized by their fateful march from the Brown
Chapel of the African Methodist Episcopal Church to the Dallas County Courthouse in Selma,
Alabama on March 15, 1965, brought Greek-Americans and African-Americans much closer and
created a solid bond between the two communities that is most powerful even to this very day.
Our highly revered Archbishop marched with his friend, Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., because he
said that he answered “a God-given call for the Greek Orthodox Church, which has never
hesitated to fight when it felt it must, for the rights of mankind.” His vested interest in the
Civil Rights Movement as the spiritual leader of more than 3 million Orthodox Christians in the
western Hemisphere, and participation in Selma with other marchers helped bring to fruition
the passage of voting rights legislation. My beloved, Archbishop Iakovos’ overall efforts
pushed the United States in a positive direction of equality.

Dr. King said in his iconic I Have a Dream speech: “We have also come to this hallowed
spot to remind America of the fierce urgency of Now...Now is the time to lift our nation from
the quicksand of racial injustice to the solid rock of brotherhood. Now is the time to make
justice a reality for all of God’s children...We cannot turn back...Let us not wallow in the
valley of despair, I say to you today, my friends...I have a dream today! I have a dream that
one day every valley shall be exalted, and every hill and mountain shall be made low, the rough
places will be made plain, and the crooked places will be made straight; and the glory of the
Lord shall be revealed and all flesh shall see it together (Isaiah 40:4-5).” Indeed, the precedence
of Orthodoxy is to face and eliminate all forms of discrimination. Indeed, the Church and its
God-ordained principles brought into focus the eradication not only of the wrongs inflicted
upon the African-American community but upon all peoples who have been discriminated as a
result of race, ethnicity, gender, and creed. My fellow Orthodox Christians, we must stand firm
in the defense of inalienable human dignity and worth.

The human being has the capacity to become god-like or to achieve theosis because God
said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness (Genesis 1:26). The so-called “natural
human rights” are rooted in the inherent, God-given, worth or dignity of each and every human
being. Any affront to his or her nature is an affront to the Almighty and bears the harshest
penalty (Genesis 9:6). Therefore, “Open your mouth for the mute, for the rights of all who are
destitute. Open your mouth, judge righteously, defend the rights of the poor and needy
(Proverbs 31:8-9). Give justice to the weak and the fatherless; maintain the right of the afflicted
and the destitute (Psalm 82:3)”. “Learn to do good; seek justice, correct oppression; bring justice
to the fatherless, plead the widow'’s cause (Isaiah 1:17). There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is
neither slave nor free, there is no male and female, for you are all one in Christ Jesus (Galatians
3:28)". True humanity and real human rights have been revealed and fulfilled in the
Incarnation of the Son of God - Jesus Christ our Lord and Savior.

The Declaration of Independence of the United States of America states that God
Himself bestowed our rights and liberties upon us. We hold these truths to be self-evident, that
all men are created equal, that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable
Rights, that among these are Life, Liberty, and the pursuit of Happiness. The Civil Rights
March in Selma ever-reminds us that the entire system of government of America is anchored
upon this unique premise. No other bulwark exists to safeguard the natural rights of human
beings except Divine sanction. The removal of God removes all claims to liberty, rights,
meaning, and purpose. The heavens declare the glory of God. And the firmament shows his
handiwork. Day unto day utters speech, and night unto night reveals knowledge. There is no
speech nor language where their voice is not heard (Psalm 19:1-3).

Eternal be the memory of such dynamic and adamantine faith-based visionaries, leaders,
heroes, and champions of human rights and dignity such as Archbishop Iakovos and Dr. Martin
Luther King, Jr.

As your Metropolitan, Spiritual Father, and Leader, I declare on this 50 Anniversary of
the Civil Rights March in Selma that:

The Orthodox faithful of our God-saved Greek Orthodox Metropolis of New Jersey stand side-
by-side with our brothers and sisters of the human race for equality, life, the pursuit of
happiness, and the right to live as free people, in one and the same Nation, under God,
indivisible, with liberty and justice for all.

The project has re-
ceived the approval of the Greektown CDC and other area com-
munities. The Greektown CDC spearheaded the effort and coor-
dinated several meeting with the developer, City officials and
community leaders. We are waiting for the introduction of City
legislation to allow the project to go forward.

19,2015 @ 2 pm in Greektown. The grand stand will be located
in front of the St. Nicholas Church. The parade celebrates
Greece’s independence. It is a wonderful time and truly high-
lights our Greek heritage. A special thanks goes out to the Pa-
rade Committee who have worked very hard to bring about a day
of celebration. Come out and support the parade, enjoy the good
food and drinks!

The Greektown CDC continues to conduct daily canvasses of
the neighborhood and request City services. The City has re-
sponded to our calls by picking up bulk trash, cleaning up ille-
gally dumped trash/mattresses, furniture etc., and has responded
to fix pot holes. However, it is important that the residents and
businesses also conduct surveys of their neighborhood and report
violations to 311. The City is responsive to our calls, but you
must also call to report violations or need for City services.
Also, call 911 when witnessing a crime.

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I0CC Update: What Is IOCC?

International Orthodox Christian Charities (http://iocc.org/),
headquartered in Baltimore, is a philanthropy that functions un-
der the aegis of the Assembly of Canonical Orthodox Bishops of
America. This assembly represents all the canonical Orthodox
churches in the United States, across languages and ethnic
groups. IOCC engages in numerous relief and development ef-
forts all over the world—from right here in the USA to Syria,
Greece, the Balkans, parts of Africa, and beyond. Rebecca

The following excerpt from IOCC’s website gives just one ex-
ample of the work our Orthodox Church is engaged in around
the globe (http://iocc.org/news/3-9-15ethiopia-sudanese-refu-
gees-new-land.aspx):

Thousands of South Sudanese families who fled the violence
and bloodshed from their country’s civil war now face new hard-
ships as refugees in Ethiopia. More than 196,000 refugees, of
which nearly two-thirds are children, have endured months of liv-
ing out in open fields with little shelter from the searing sun, tor-
rential rains, and floods that washed away the few possessions
they managed to cling to in flight. Stagnant water and poor sani-
tation created a breeding ground for cholera and other infectious
diseases, and threaten the health of children already weakened by
a lack of food and harsh living conditions.

IOCC, in cooperation with the Ethiopian Orthodox Church
Development and Inter Church Aid Commission (EOC-
DICAC), is responding with efforts to stem the spread of disease.
Newly constructed communal latrines provide privacy and sani-
tary facilities for 720 families from both the refugee camp and
the host communities in Leitchuor, and 300 more refugee fami-
lies will soon have access to similar facilities under construction
in Kule camp. The distribution of soap, water storage cans and
new blankets brings an added measure of comfort to 4,000 fami-
lies with malnourished children and people living with HIV/
AIDS at Tierkidi camp in Ethiopia’s Gambela region.

I0CC, an ACT Alliance member, is also addressing the need
to ease the emotional trauma facing the vulnerable refugees.
Crisis counseling for 1,000 refugee children, women, and elderly
helps each uprooted person develop the skills needed to cope
with the daily stress of refugee life and the uncertainty of what
their future holds.
