Message from FR. MICHAEL L. PASTRIKOS, PROTOPRESBYTER

Dear Parishioners,

I cannot believe that the month of September has come to us so
quickly, and I know that everyone is waiting and anticipating
a New Ecclesiastical Year (hopefully) free from the Corona
Virus. The summer flew so quickly and now the kids are back
to school after the Labor Day holiday. I hope that everyone is
rested and coming back from their vacations. I always anticipate
in the month of September, a new renewed spirit within the
Church giving everyone the opportunity to start fresh with
their schedules and activities. This year was very
productive even though we had experienced a
rough situation with the Virus. I was so happy
that we were permitted to have our parishioners
once again fill the pews with their presence. The
attendance in church this year I can say that it
was on a moderate pace. Not like the years before
where we had a more successful participation but
at least we were able to fill the pews of the church.
We are hoping for a better turnout and outcome

throughout the months ahead.

I would like to first thank and welcome back
all the members of our St. Nicholas Choir for
their participation throughout the year. I want
to personally thank our Choir Director and Organist, Pete
Bisbikis for his service and dedication to the church. Thanking
and welcoming, also the Ladies Philoptochos Society, our St.
Nicholas “Diamonds” our Goyans along with their Advisors,
Coaches, and Parents. Our Sunday School Teachers, Faculty and
Students, our Officers and Members of the Greek School PT.A,,
the Greek School Teachers and students. Our Hellenic Golden
Coins Dancers, our Senior Dancers, and our Greek school
dancers. I also want to welcome back our Festival Committee,
the Maryland Greek Independence Day Committee, and all
our outside societies such as the (Diagoras) Rhodian Society,
the United Chios and Ladies Pan Chian Societies, the AHEPA
Chapter #364, the Pan Gregorian Society, the Carpathian Society,
the Peloponnesian Society and the Macedonian Society. A huge
welcome to all of you and thank you for your continued service
to the church and to the community at large.

What an exciting year this has been. We are still battling with the
Corona Virus, but I hope and pray that everyone comes to their
senses and gets vaccinated. I am not making this a political issue
but a humane one. The only way we can live our lives again is
to have everyone vaccinated. To me this is a health issue which
has devastated and continues to affect the entire world. It has

been proven that vaccinated people have a better chance to beat
this virus than those who have not been vaccinated. By being
vaccinated we are not only protecting ourselves and our family,
but also others.

As a Parish, we have been busy throughout this year especially
during the summer months, and I just wanted to extend a
heartfelt thank you to all our parishioners and visitors who
attended church during the summer months. Thank You also
to our parishioners who volunteered during the Festival, which
turned out to be very successful, even though we
had a rainy day situation. We are starting to be
back to normal.

Sharon Small and her talented Teachers and Aides.
We also made a few changes and improvements to
our Plateja Event Center. The Plateia is also on the
right track at this point with better organization
filling up the weekends with events and activities.
So, this month of September should give us a more
accurate picture on the Plateia progress as we head
into the Fall season.

As we look forward to starting the New Ecclesiastical Year
together there are a few things I look forward to focusing on
this year with you. First, I want to make sure that our Parish is
healing and whole. We must understand as a parish, that over the
years members of the flock tend to stray away for many different
reasons. We are not here to judge anyone, just to bring out a point
of action that we need to take to try and bring back those who
have left the Church and encourage them to come back once
again to the home that everyone is an integral part of. We must
be worshipping in Church, and we can only be strengthened and
truly flourish with everyone’s involvement.

The second focus that is very important for the parish is a strong
Youth Ministry. The gift of faith that we have inherited is the
greatest gift that we can offer to our children and keeping them
involved is critical to the vibrancy of our parish and its continued
strength. We always hear people say that our children are the
future of the Church, but they are its life in the present, so we
must keep them involved to continue the spiritual success that
our parish has experienced throughout the years. But we cannot
have this success without the parents’ involvement and support.
Children from the ages of infant to 17 years of age have no way
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of coming to church if the parents do not bring them. We have instituted
youth programs in the church but again if the parents are not involved
then all these programs will be no benefit for any of our children. I
state this because we need to strengthen our Sunday School program.
We need to instill in our children the presence of our Lord and Savior
Jesus Christ in their lives. They need to learn how to worship God in the
Church. Yes, God is everywhere some people will say, but we can only
worship our Lord in the Church. That is where we find Him in every
Divine Liturgy, and we can receive Him through the Sacrament of Holy
Communion. You cannot find this in your home. So, what would it cost
you, the parents, to bring your children to Church on Sunday morning
and have them learn about their faith and heritage? All the children will
benefit from this because it is not only teaching the children their faith,
but it gives an opportunity for them to mingle and make new friends.
We all remember the days of old when we were kids growing up in our
churches.

So, let us give our children the same chance to grow in the church
because these friendships will remain with them for the rest of their
lives. I know this to be true not only in my personal experience but also
from hundreds of parishioners in our parish when asked what their life
experience was when they were attending these same institutions. Again,
I am very pleased to say that we have had great success with the Youth of
our Parish, because we have great Teachers, great Advisors, and strong
parental support. For example: We have one of the most successful
Greek School programs in the whole Archdiocese. We have an excellent
Bilingual Learning Center for our children with great Teachers and
Aides. To add we also have excellent learning curriculum which gives
the children the opportunity to advance to higher levels. We have an
excellent Youth program filled with programs and activities throughout
the year thanks to our GOYA Advisors, Coaches, and again strong parent
support. We have a strong Sunday School program with good Teachers
and Aides. I am also proud of our Hellenic Golden Coins Dancers, and
our Greek School Dancers as well as our Senior group dancers, which

hopefully will be able to see them perform in our upcoming Festival. So,
I must say that we have been blessed here at St. Nicholas with wonderful
people who love and support their Church and Community.

In conclusion, I saved this part for last, I would like to commend our
Parish Council President Stamatia leromonahos and the Officers and
Members of our St. Nicholas Parish Council, for their trust, enthusiasm,
and their personal sacrifice that they offer day in and day out for their
church and community. I am proud to say that even though we faced
many difficult times and challenges during these last 2 years they held
their ground and went forward with faith and determination bringing
us out of the woods. That is why my focus this year is to bring more
people into the life of the Church. Mostly everything that we needed
to be accomplished was accomplished.

One of the biggest accomplishments this year was not only the
installations of our Elevator, or the New Bathrooms, but we also paid off
the Mortgage of the Plateia and purchased a New Building which in the
future will be connected with our Learning Center.

But even though we accomplished so many things, there is still much
more work to be done until we can say that we are completely done.
Again, this success is due to the personal sacrifices of the members of the
Parish Council and the financial support from our wonderful and giving
parishioners who never say “No” when they are called upon to help and
support their Church and Community.

May the Lord our God continue to bless all our Parishioners here at St.
Nicholas and may this New Ecclesiastical Year bring peace, health, love,
and harmony to all of you.

Unto the Most Reverend and Right Reverend Hierarchs, Pious Priests and Deacons, the
Monks and Nuns, Presidents and Members of Parish Councils, Honorable Archons of the
Ecumenical Patriarchate, Members of Leadership 100, the Day and Afternoon Schools,
Philoptochos Societies, the Youth, Greek Orthodox Organizations, and the entirety of the
Christ-named Plenitude of the Holy Archdiocese of America.

My Beloved Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord! (Psalm 117:25 LXX)

With unsurpassed joy, we announce on the Feast of the Glorious Twelve, the
Apostolic Visit of His All Holiness BARTHOLOMEW, Archbishop of Constantinople-
New Rome and Ecumenical Patriarch to the United States, October 23 — November 3,
2021. This Visit, the first in twelve years, will commence the day following the Thirtieth
Anniversary of the Election of His All-Holiness as Ecumenical Patriarch, and include the
same anniversary of His Enthronement on the venerable See of the First-Called Apostle

Saint Andrew on November 2nd. The Apostolic Visit will inaugurate the Centennial
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Celebration of the founding of the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese of America (1922 —2022),

which will be observed next year across the country.

The Ecumenical Patriarch will begin by being welcomed in our Nation’s Capital
at the highest level of diplomatic and ecclesiastical dignity.

in Indiana.

The Visit will conclude in New York City, and will culminate in a dedicatory
“Opening of the Doors” of the Saint Nicholas Greek Orthodox Church and National
Shrine at the World Trade Center on the very anniversary of his Enthronement as
Ecumenical Patriarch. All of our Metropolises, Parishes, and Institutions will be able to
share in this joy, through interactive features that will accompany His All-Holiness on
his Visit. Therefore, with gladness and enthusiasm, let us welcome the Spiritual Father of
us all, and with heartfelt cries proclaim: “Blessed is he who comes in the name of the
Lord!”

Esteemed brethren and beloved children in the Lord,

The Feast of the Indiction, the solemn day of prayers for the natural environment,
finds once again humanity confronted with intense weather conditions due to mounting
climate change, with devastating floods and fires across the globe, as well as with the
Coronavirus pandemic and its socioeconomic consequences.

The fact that the restrictive measures in transportation and the limits imposed on
industrial production have resulted in a reduction of pollutants and emissions, offered
an additional valuable lesson on global interconnection and on the interdependence of
all dimensions of life. Moreover, it has been also revealed anew that the Ecumenical
Patriarchate’s ecological initiatives, which comprise an extension of the Church’s
theology and liturgical tradition, correspond with scientific findings and with experts’
recommendations calling for multifaceted mobilization in order to protect the integrity
of the natural environment.

We thus pray for the swift overcoming of the consequences of the health crisis and
for the illumination from above of governments throughout the world, so that they do
not return to or persist upon economism, to those principles of organization of the
economic life, of production and consumption, of exhaustive exploitation of natural
resources, principles that prevailed prior to the pandemic. Further, it is our genuine
desire that the dissemination of pseudoscientific opinions concerning the purported
dangers of the Covid-19 vaccines, the slander aimed toward specialists of the medical
tield, and the unfounded degradation of the seriousness of the disease, be terminated.
Unfortunately, similar opinions are propagated in regard to climate change as well, its
cause and its disastrous effects. The reality is entirely different, and must be faced with

responsibility, collaboration, joint actions, and common vision.
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Inactivity is inconceivable when in full knowledge of the shared great

contemporary challenges of humanity. Indifference toward our suffering brethren and

toward the destruction of the “very good” creation, is an offence against God and a
violation of His commandments. Wherein exist respect toward creation and tangible love
toward man, the “beloved of God,” therein God is present.

After the Holy and Great Council (Crete, 2016), the Ecumenical Patriarchate, in
accordance to its spirit and decisions, appointed an official commission, comprised of
theologians, to draft a document on the social implications of our faith and on the social
mission and witness of the Orthodox Church in the contemporary world. This text, which
was approved for publication by the Holy and Sacred Synod and is entitled For the Life of
the World: Toward a Social Ethos of the Orthodox Church, states the following: “The Church
encourages the faithful to be grateful for—and to accept—the findings of the sciences,
even those that might occasionally oblige them to revise their understandings of the
history and frame of cosmic reality. The desire for scientific knowledge flows from the
same wellspring as faith’s longing to enter ever more deeply into the mystery of God” (§
71).

The Holy Great Church of Christ emphatically highlights the indivisibility of the
natural environment’s protection and the philanthropic care for one’s neighbor. Both an
eco-friendly stance and the recognition of the sacredness of the human person are a
“liturgy after the Liturgy,” vital dimensions of the Eucharistic actualization of the
Church. The life of the Church is a manifest respect for creation, as well as the place and

the way of experiencing the culture of personhood and of solidarity.
Most honorable brothers and cherished children,

Throughout this difficult period, it is an essential pastoral duty of the Church to
undertake initiatives for the containment of the pandemic. And it is also a categorical
ethical mandate to support global access to the immunization against the coronavirus,
especially in poorer nations, in accordance with the words of our Lord, “Inasmuch as you
have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, you have done it unto me” (Matt.
25:40). We ought to love one another “as Christ has loved us” (Eph. 5:2) and to show
ourselves as “priests” of creation, safeguarding and cultivating it with care and affection,
and, offering in thanksgiving this exceedingly precious gift of God’s Grace unto the
Creator of all.

In closing, we wholeheartedly wish unto all a blessed, healthful and fruitful new
ecclesiastical year, and we call upon you, through the intercessions of the Theotokos
Pammakaristos, the grace and mercy of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, to Whom be
the glory and the dominion unto the everlasting ages. Amen!

Nativity of the Theotokos

Introduction

The Feast of the Nativity of Our Most Holy Lady, the
Theotokos and Ever-Virgin Mary is celebrated on September
8 each year. The Feast commemorates the birth of the
Mother of Jesus Christ, our Lord.

Biblical Story
The birth and early life of the Virgin Mary is not recorded

in the Gospels or other books of the New Testament,
however this information can be found in a work dating
from the second century known as the Book of James or
Protevangelion.

According to the story found in this book, Mary’s parents,
Joachim and Anna, were childless for many years. They
remained faithful to God, but their prayers for a child were
unanswered. One day, when Joachim came to the temple
to make an offering, he was turned away by the High Priest
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who chastised him for his lack of children. To hide his
shame, Joachim retreated to the hill country to live among
the shepherds and their flocks.

As Joachim was praying, his wife Anna was praying at the
same time at their house in Jerusalem. An angel appeared
to both of them and announced that Anna would have a
child whose name would be known throughout the world.
Anna promised to offer her child as a gift to the Lord.
Joachim returned home, and in due time Anna bore a
daughter, Mary.

Icon of the Feast

The icon of the Nativity of the Thetokos presents to us the
central figures of Saints Joachim and Anna, Mary’s parents,
and the Mother of our Lord as an infant. Saint Anna is
in the middle of the icon with her right hand extended
toward her daughter. Likewise, Saint Joachim, Mary’s
father, is gazing upon the young child with his right hand
extended toward her. Anna is surrounded by attendants
who have assisted with the birth.

The icon directs attention to Mary as the central figure
in this feast. It also acknowledges the joy that was felt by
Joachim and Anna as new parents with a child received
through a promise from God. The liturgical texts of the
feast acknowledge this joy and confirm the special role of
Mary as the Mother of the Incarnate God, Jesus Christ.
In this event, another step is made in sacred history in
preparation for the entrance of Christ into the world.

The icon and the feast also acknowledge a transition from
barrenness to life. This was but another foreshadowing of
what would be offered through Christ, the transformation
from death to eternal life.

Orthodox Christian Celebration of the Feast of the
Nativity of the Theotokos

The Feast of the Nativity of the Theotokos is celebrated
with the Divine Liturgy of Saint John Chrysostom which is
conducted on the morning of the Feast and preceded by a
Matins (Orthros) service. A Great Vespers is conducted on
the evening before the day of the Feast. Scripture readings
for the Feast are the following: At Vespers: Genesis 28:10-
17; Ezekiel 43:27—44:4; Proverbs 9:1-11. At the Matins:
Luke 1:39-49, 56. At the Divine Liturgy: Philippians 2:5-
11; Luke 10:38-42; 11:27-28.

At the inspiration of Saint Macarius, Archbishop of
Jerusalem, a lady of Jerusalem, who was already at
the point of death from a certain disease, was brought
to touch the crosses, and as soon as she came near to
the Cross of our Lord, she was made perfectly whole.
Consequently, the precious Cross was lifted on high
by Archbishop Macarius of Jerusalem; as he stood on
the ambo, and when the people beheld it, they cried
out, “Lord have mercy.” It should be noted that after
its discovery, a portion of the venerable Cross was
taken to Constantinople as a blessing. The rest was
left in Jerusalem in the magnificent church built by

What binds the earth together? A student might answer
‘gravity’. That is so in the physical sense, but what of
the spiritual realm?

Each of us is so much more than a physical being, as is
everything else in the world. We are all creatures of The
Creator, the small and the mighty. How are we and
everything around us connected?

The Thrice Holy God created us and the world out of
His Love. It is love that draws us to one another, that
spurs us on to greater things, to care for, nurture and
forgive one another. It is the energy of LOVE that
connects us.

We all are bearers of His Love, and it emanates from us:
when we think well of someone, that energy is
perceived and lifts them up. The reverse is also true;
when we are angry or displeased with someone, that
becomes a burden to their spirit, imperceptible and
undefinable as to its origin. But It becomes a weight that
drags them down, nevertheless.

When we allow ill-feelings, anger, hatred, or any
negativity into our hearts, love is driven out. Instead of
allowing these to fester in our hearts, we must work to
accept them as opportunities to eradicate any sense of
self pride. Everyone must bear their cross, however
undeserved the burden may be. Who is above our
Master, Jesus Christ, who was persecuted to His death?
He who told us, “A servant is not greater than his
master.” (John 15:20).

Are we conscious of this great power, love, this energy
that is an integral part our being, or do we behave as a
whirlwind, not considering the effect we have on others
and the world? If we are quiet and attentive, the force
of love can be perceived in our prayers, and we can

begin to understand how its energy in our thoughts and
actions impacts others.

Love sends out a beam of light and warmth into the
world around us that does not dissipate. Not only does
it not weaken, but it gains momentum as it travels,
bringing peace and joy to all who come into contact
with it, disbursing it through them as well. In every
instance, love is the heavenly multiplier, gaining
strength as it goes, bringing more and more love into
the world.

Love is from our Heavenly Father, and it grows by His
power. It is not limited by our human understanding,
but grows exponentially because it is Godly. Not only
this, but contrary to everything else of this world, the
more love we give, the more we receive, through no
merit of our own. Things of this world dissipate and
dissolve as they leave us, money, fame, power - what-
ever is of this world escapes like water through our
fingers. Not so with love, because its source is Divine.

This is why prayer is so powerful - it connects us to The
Source of Divine Love. Within the structure of His Love,
our own love is magnified, giving us greater and greater
capacity to care for one another, and all that occupies
the earth around us.

For this reason satan and his evil spirits attack us unre-
mittingly, trying desperately to keep us from prayer, to
distance us from the Almighty. Because he knows that if
he can tear us from the source of love, he can overtake
us, and claim us as his own.

Love is the most powerful gift the Lord gave us. Nurture
it and share it, so that one day, when another looks at
us, all they will see is the light of His Love.
