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Saying farewell to the first month of the Church Year, September, we feel the
need to thank God for His great blessings. September this year has a historical
significance for our Metropolis, as our new Metropolitan Apostolos of New
Jersey was enthroned. Many parishioners of St. Nicholas had the pleasure and
blessing to attend this awesome ceremony representing our community. Now,
we look forward to, whenever his schedule permits, welcoming him with due
honor and great respect into our church.

Another remarkable blessing is undoubtedly that our church was once again
filled with the happy voices and smiling faces of the children who participate in
the Youth programs. In the Greek School, the Catechetical School, GOYA, the
Hellenic Golden Coins, the Altar boys and of course all the infants, toddlers
and children, who attend the Holy Eucharist every Sunday and receive the
Holy Communion. For all this we exclaim from the bottom of our hearts
“Glory to God for all things™!

October is also a month full of blessings. It is the month of Saint Demetrios,
the month of the feast of our Virgin Mary, Agia Skepi (Holy Protection), and
of course, the National Anniversary of the 28th of October, when we celebrate
the proud “OXI” of our brave Greek ancestors. For these three great milestones
of the month of October, we will share a few thoughts below.

St. Demetrios lived in the era of great persecutions against Christians by
the pagan Roman Emperors, who imposed their worship on all citizens,
prohibiting and criminalizing Christian faith and worship. Demetrios, an
army officer in Thessaloniki, believed in the one true God, the Holy Trinity, the
Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. And his heart was burning with desire for
the teaching of the true faith to all men according to Jesus’ words “Go therefore
and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit”. Thus, every day he secretly gathered the little
children and spoke to them about Christ, about the Virgin Mary, about the
Angels, about the Saints, about the Christian faith. When his action became
known, he was thrown into prison. One of his students, Nestor, went one day
and said to him: “Teacher, I can't take it anymore! An idolater, called Lyaeus,
continually curses our God and challenges us to duel with him. Give me your
wish and blessing to go and defeat him?” Demetrios granted him his wish and
Nestor killed the proud Lyaeus. Then the King became very angry and ordered
to kill both Nestor and his teacher, Demetrios. Thus, both became Saints and
Martyrs of Christ! Saint Demetrios is named and honored by the church as
a Holy Great Martyr, Miracle Worker and Myrrh-Streamer and is always an
example of bravery and testimony of the Christian faith.

“The Holy Protection of the Theotokos” is one of the feasts of the church,
which is dedicated to the Virgin Mary, celebrated on October 1. In the 1950s,

the Church of Greece began to observe the
Feast on October 28.

The Feast of the Holy Protection
commemorates the appearance of the
most holy Theotokos in the Church of
Blachernae in Constantinople in the tenth
century, as recorded in the life of Saint Andrew the Fool for Christ’s sake.
While multitudes of the faithful were gathered in this church, Epiphanius,
the friend of Saint Andrew, through the Saint’s prayers, beheld the Virgin
Mary above the faithful and spreading out her veil over them, signifying her
unceasing protection of all Christians. Because of this we keep a yearly feast
of gratitude, imploring our Lady never to cease sheltering us in her mighty
prayers.

When in 1940 our Greek ancestors said “OXI” to the fascist Mussolini who
dared brazenly to ask for the concession of our lands, the War of ‘40 began.
The brave resistance of the Greeks forced the Italians into a disorderly retreat
into the mountains of Albania, where the soldiers fought with unparalleled
courage, self-sacrifice, and bravery. There, in the frozen mountains, the
Greek soldiers often saw the Theotokos alive covering them, supporting
them, encouraging them. Without her help and protection, it was impossible
to achieve humanly impossible military feats. This is the reason why the
Church of Greece moved the celebration of the Holy Protection of the
Theotokos from October 1st to October 28th as an eucharistic celebration
to the Virgin Mary.

Let us, my brothers and sisters in Christ, be inspired by the above stories. Let
us imitate Saint Demetrios, the twenty-six-year-old young man who died
for his faith, in terms of the love of Christ and the true faith but also in terms
of his heartfelt desire for the transmission and teaching of this holy faith.

Let us surrender to the difficult years that we live with trust in the Holy
Protection of the Theotokos. And also, to always honor the heroic sacrifice
of our ancestors, who fought bravely resisting the insolent enemies who
were plotting the national sovereignty of our homeland.

May the month of October be full of blessings by Gods Grace, with the
Holy Protection of the Theotokos, and through the intercessions of the Holy
Great Martyr Demetrios the Myrrh-Bearer and Miracle Worker.

Unto the Most Reverend and Right Reverend Hierarchs, Pious Priests and Deacons, Monks
and Nuns, Presidents and Members of the Parish Councils, Honorable Archons of the
Ecumenical Patriarchate, Members of Leadership 100, Day and Afternoon Schools,
Philoptochos Societies, Youth, Greek Orthodox Organizations, and entirety of the Christ-
loving Plenitude of the Sacred Archdiocese of America:

O most glorious wonder! Today the Cross Which bore the Most High is beheld exalted from the
earth, as a cluster of grapes full of life.

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

Today, we celebrate the Universal Exaltation of the Holy and Life-giving Cross — the
special Feastday of our Hellenic College and Holy Cross Greek Orthodox School of
Theology. In its Exaltation, the hymns of the day call to mind that this Cross is no piece of
dried and dead wood, but a living and vibrant source of spiritual refreshment. For the Cross
is the Holy Trellis upon which the True Vine stretched forth as a divine cluster of grapes
granting spiritual nourishment to the world. The Cross is the Sacred Arbor upon which our
human nature was washed clean of sin and death by the Precious Blood of our Lord Jesus

Christ, Who, as the Scripture says, “washed His robe in the blood of grapes” (Genesis 49:11).

This “blood of grapes” is a prophetic image of the Mystical Offering that we receive
in every Divine Liturgy. Through our Lord’s grace and love for mankind, we partake of His
Body and Blood through the ministrations of our clergy. They participate in His High
Priesthood for this singular purpose — to bring that “cluster of grapes full of life” into the
experience of the Faithful, so that we may be filled with the hope of eternal life.
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Our beloved School is the place where our clergy are trained and prepared to make
these offerings for the life of the world. Through the integration of knowledge and right
(Orthodox) belief that they receive at Hellenic College and Holy Cross, they serve the Body
of the Church in the preparation and distribution of the Mystical Supper, as well as in the
many aspects of ministry that enliven our parishes. Therefore, let us offer all of our support
and strengthen this most precious Institution of our Sacred Archdiocese, so that the Divine
Cluster of Grapes may always be pressed and shared in all our communities, through the

Power of the Holy and Lifegiving Cross.
