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Message from FR. MICHAEL L. PASTRIKOS, PROTOPRESBYTER

DO YOU EVER WONDER IF GOD CAN USE YOU IN SPITE OF YOUR WEAKNESSES?

Most of the time we use the
excuse that we are weak
in our faith, and we are
worthless and not worthy
to attain a Christian life in
this world that we live in.
So, we allow this excuse to
give us the opportunity to
lead a sinful and immoral
life. Is this what we really
want — the desire to fulfill
our sinful habits and
ways? Is it because we feel
worthless and not able to
do something great because
we have too many failures, problems, and struggles? Have
we ever doubted our true potential and believed that we will
never amount to anything good?

Let’s not put ourselves down by using these types of
excuses in life. All of us have weaknesses. We all have our
emotional, spiritual, financial, physical handicaps, sorrows
and misfortunes. These things happen for a reason. But that
doesn’t mean that God doesn’t love us. It doesn’t mean
that we are not useful to Him. In fact, God uses the weak,
imperfect, broken hearted, and struggling to make us into
people who can do great things!

If we look back into the history of the Church, we find that
God used many people in the Old and New Testaments such
as Moses, Noah, and Abraham in the Old Testament and the
12 Disciples and Paul in the New. So do we think for one
minute that these people who God chose didn’t have their
own handicaps? Do we think they were perfect? I’m sorry
to say far from it! That is why God chose them because
they were not perfect. They were simple men, and who had
many weaknesses and problems in their lives. The point of
the Christian life is not what can we do for God, but rather
what God can do in and through me. It does not matter how
weak or limited or imperfect we are, what matters is who is
using us, who is guiding us, and who is empowering us. God

will use us not because we can make ourselves great, but
because God can make us great. If we take the great men of
the Bible, they were not great! God made them great! And
God can do the same for all of us. He can make us great
also, if we follow His commandments and His footsteps.
The Apostles, the chosen ones of the Lord, were all simple
men with nothing special about them before Jesus called
them. They were people like you and 1. They had fears,
concerns, misunderstandings, and all the rest that we
humans share and go through in life. Many people today
think that they have to get their lives right before God
would love them or use them. Many believe that God is
only looking for special people to do His work on earth.
This is not true. If God wants to use you-He will make you
a special person. God is not waiting for you to change so
that He can use you, but rather you change as a result of
God using you. The disciples were ordinary people and yes,
Jesus called ordinary people to do extraordinary things.

How many of you remember the Miracle of the Feeding of
the Five Thousand men in the Gospel of Matthew. Do you
know how that came to be? In the huge crowd there was a
little boy standing there with 5 loaves of barley bread and
2 fish. Andrew, the first called of the Apostles, saw the boy
with the food and said, “Here is a boy with five small barley
loaves and two small fish.” And the Lord said, “Bring them
to Me!” This young boy was willing to give what little he
had to Jesus. You see Jesus was going to use someone that
everyone else overlooked to perform this miracle. God uses
all kinds of people in His work. He often uses those who are
the weakest or least important in the eyes of other people.
But we might ask,” How can this be?” Yes it can be — that
child was put in the right place at the right time to illustrate
for us what can happen when we place ourselves in the
hands of God. Did that child know when his mother gave
him the food that this great miracle was going to happen to
him? Absolutely Not! But that miracle probably changed
his life. So we can’t say that we are too young or too old, to
serve the Lord in His Church. God has placed in us all the
gifts and energy and talents, that we need to succeed in life.

OXI Day Commemoration 2017

The Very Reverend and Reverend Clergy

Honorable Archons of the Ecumenical Patriarchate, Esteemed Members of the Metropolitan
Council, Esteemed Members ol the PParish Councils, Philoptochos Societies, Faculty and
Students of the Catechetical and Greek Afternoon Schools, Directors and Participants of all
Youth Organizations, and all devout Orthodox Christians of the Greek Orthodox Communities
of our Holy Metropolis of New Jersey

My Beloved,

Today we commemorate the event when our courageous heroes and ancestors stood
up and opposed the forces of fascism that wanted to occupy Greece during the beginning of
what would become the Second World War. Facing the military pressures of the Axis powers
— in Italy, Mussolini, and in Germany, Hitler — the Greek people have demonstrated the same
courage that Saint Paul experienced when he was put in jail: “Be of good cheer, Puul; for us you
have leslified for me in [erusalen, so you must also bear wilness at Rome” {Acts 23:11). Their courage
bore witness of freedom: freedom as a gift from God, freedom as the heart of human dignity,
freedom as the only condition for genuine communion and relationship. Paradoxically, it is
during times of war that we appreciate the importance of freedom. It is when freedom is in
danger that we understand how crucial it is to struggle to protect it. This is exactly what we
are reminded of today.

What we call “OXI Day” is a celebration ol resistance and ol [reedom against the powers
of Livil. I am convinced that the courage embodied by these men and women in 1940 and after
is profoundly inspired by the experience of the life of the Church, by the experience of freedom
in Christ. As Saint Paul once wrote: “But now having been set free from sin ..., you have your fruit
to holiness, and the end, everlasting life” (Rom. 7:22). As a spiritual community, we are all called
to reflect today on the meaning of freedom in our lives not only as the blessed citizens of a
Democratic country, where liberties are guaranteed by the rule of law, but also as a spiritual
reality. Freedom is more than doing what we want. [t is more than an individualistic behavior,
or even a sellish expression ol our will. The purest expression ol [reedom is using it not to our
own advantage, but for the good of the world. Freedom in its purest form is not an egocentric
expression of desire, but a selfless act of love. Such is the freedom with which God endowed
all of humanity so that we should not be emotionless and robotic creatures who are controlled
by Him, but free persons who have the opportunity to love Him with the free will He gave us.

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Indeed, the freedom with which God blessed us is also to be used in our everyday lives
as we are confronted by both the good and evil of this world. We not only have the liberty to
say “yes” to God, but we have the freedom to declare “no” against that which is evil in the
world such as the hatred, bigotry, violence, and injustice which was confronted by our
ancestors seventy-seven years ago and that which still afflicts the world today. Thus, in our
commemoration of OXI Day, let us honor the sacrifice of our ancestors, let us pray for those
who stood up and said “NO” on October 28 and let us celebrate their courage with which they

defended freedom in the name of God and of peace as we continually seek to honor their
sacrifice by preserving the integrity of our generation by exhibiting the same valor and resolve
they displayed. Praying that Almighty God continues to bless our beloved Homeland as well
as all peoples who respect and cherish freedom, I remain,

very common anxiety of Greek parents living abroad
Ais how to teach their children the Greek language, and

then, how to get them to actually speak Greek. Lan-
guage, as we all know, is a culture carrier. By teaching children
the Greek language, we bring them into contact with the Greek
culture and Greek tradition. If children love their language, they
will more likely become more interested in learning more about
their roots.

Things, however, are not easy when children live in a foreign
country and they hear Greek mostly from their parents. It be-
comes even more difficult when only one parent is Greek. Ad-
ditionally, nowadays children’s daily schedules are loaded with so
many activities, which leaves them very little free time to com-
municate in greek.

In order for children to become fluent in both languages there
has to be sufficient time and exposure dedicated to each for prac-
tice. To take for example a family that the father is American
and the mother is of Greek descent and they live here in the US.
The maternal grandparents travel back and forth to Greece. So
the children are taught Greek by the mother and the grandpar-
ents. She wishes for her children to speak better greek. Therefore,
the extra expose with their grandparents enhances the learning
curve.

Did you know that bilingualism has great physical and mental
benefits?

Research has shown that if you speak more than one language
your brain is more flexible and better at many important tasks
than someone who only speaks only one language.

Language is aparted by many distinguished patterns. Children
are fantastic at learning patterns and the earlier you start to teach
your child multiple languages the easier it will be for them to
learn. The older you become the brain placidity decreases and
the critical mind increases, you are already bilingual and you can
use that as a bootstrap. “ The human brain is amazing, and the
human capacity to acquire language is in descramble .

“Don’t expect it will turn your child into a perfect balanced bi-
lingual, but thats O.K.” Whatever you do is an advantage. You
can simply follow the tips below to get your child to actually speak
Greek.

Tips to help your child to learn and speak Greek
« Help your child love the Greek language

This is the first and most important step. Speak to your child in
Greek. If your child doesn’t want to respond or is uncomfortable
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replying in Greek, don’t pressure him or her to do so. Talk to
your child during a pleasant activity, like playing a game or going
for a walk. This way, the Greek language and, by extension, the
learning of the language, is connected with something pleasant,
rather than something stressful.

o Team up with other Greek parents

Get in touch with other Greek parents. It's even better if those
children also speak Greek and attend Greek school or lessons.
Being around other Greek children is a very powerful motivation
for children to learn the language.

o Expose your child to Greek culture in general

(music, traditional dances, etc.)

If your children love Greek dances, they are more likely to be
motivated to want learn the language. In addition, in an environ-
ment like this, the children will also have the benefit of meeting
with many Greeks who most likely already speak the language.

« Keep close ties to Greece

Travel to Greece. Connect with family members and develop
friendships, as it compels kids to learn to speak Greek in order
to communicate better, make friends with a family in Greece,
or a local family from Greece, especially if they have children.
The kids can communicate through social media or Skype. The
exposure to native speakers and the necessity of speaking Greek
in Greece is tremendous practice and a powerful motivator.

o Purchase Greek books, magazines, newspapers, or Greek
apps (games, etc.)
Expose your kids to these, and read them together.

o Play Greek music at home or watch Greek movies

Listen to Greek music at home or in the car or watch Greek mov-
ies together. They are proven to be very helpful in learning a
language, especially in early childhood. If your children become
familiar with the music, they will not only have the exposure to
hearing the language in a different way but may also start to sing
along.

o Always praise your children

Tell your children how well they speak Greek. Give praise and
tell them you're proud of them. Nothing works better for chil-
dren than parental approval.

I hope these tips are helpful to you on your journey to raise a
confident bilingual!!!

Feast of the Entrance into The Temple of
Our Most Holy Lady The Theotokos

Introduction

The Feast of the Entrance into the Temple of Our Most Holy
Lady the Theotokos and Ever-Virgin Mary is celebrated on
November 21 each year. The Feast commemorates when
as a young child, the Virgin Mary entered the Temple in
Jerusalem.

Protevangelion Story

The birth and early life of the Virgin Mary is not recorded
in the Gospels or other books of the New Testament,
however this information can be found in a work dating
from the second century known as the Book of James or
Protevangelion.

When Mary was three years old, Joachim and Anna
decided that the time had come to fulfill their promise and
to offer her to the Lord. Joachim gathered the young girls
of the neighborhood to form an escort, and he made them
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go in front of Mary, carrying torches. Captivated by the
torches, the young child followed joyfully to the Temple,
not once looking back at her parents nor weeping as she
was parted from them.

The holy Virgin ran toward the Temple, overtaking her
attendant maidens and threw herself into the arms of the
High Priest Zacharias, who was waiting for her at the gate
of the Temple with the elders. Zacharias blessed her saying,
“It is in you that He has glorified your name in every
generation. It is in you that He will reveal the Redemption
that He has prepared for His people in the last days”

Then, Zacharias brought the child into the Holy of
Holies—a place where only the High Priest was permitted
to enter once a year on the Day of Atonement. He placed
her on the steps of the altar, and the grace of the Lord
descended upon her. She arose and expressed her joy in a
dance as wonder seized all who saw this happen.

The Virgin Mary dwelt in the Temple for nine years until,
reaching an age for marriage, she was taken from the
Temple by the priests and elders and entrusted to Joseph
as the guardian of her virginity.

The Entrance of the Theotokos into the Temple signifies
her total dedication to God and her readiness for her
future vocation as the Mother of the Incarnate Lord. This
is a feast of anticipation. As honor is shown to Mary, the
faithful are called to look forward to the Incarnation of
Christ, celebrated in a little more than a month by the
Feast of the Nativity on December 25.

Icon of the Feast

The icon of the feast tells the story of Mary’s entry into
the Temple. The High Priest, Zacharias, is in his priestly
robes standing on the step of the Temple. His arms are
outstretched, ready to greet and receive the Virgin. Mary
is shown as a small child, standing before Zacharias with
her arms reaching up to him. In some icons the young
maidens who served as her escort are depicted standing
behind her. Also, we see her parents, Joachim and Anna,
offering their child to God and His divine service. In the
upper center portion of the icon, the Virgin is seated on the
steps of the Holy of Holies. An angel is there, attending to
the one chosen by God to bring the Savior into the world.
