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Pastoral Message

I have often found myself wishfully
thinking that if I ever won the lottery,
I would be able to endow the church
and help the needy. In my more re-
flective moments, however, I realize
that it is a mistake to think that I
would do more if only I had more
money, or more time, or more talent.
For most of us, this is merely an ex-
cuse for doing nothing.

Instead of dreaming about what I
would do if I had a million dollars, my
time would be more productively
spent doing the best I can with what I
already possess. If we don’t do our
best with our present gifts, why do we
think that we would do better if we
had even more?

how we give is also as important as
what we give. It is for this reason that
the gift of the widow’s mite was more
earnestly praised and valued by Jesus
than was the gold piece of the wealthy
man. It was given with greater sincer-
ity of motive, and certainly repre-
sents far greater sacrifice.

In the parable of the gold coins,
moreover, Christ assures us that be-
ing faithful in “small matters” opens
the door to greater opportunities.

Very few of us can give thousands
of dollars to advance the work of the
kingdom of God, or to send large
sums of money to help feed starving
children. But if every one else used
that as a reason and excuse for not
giving at all, then nothing good would

No matter how gener-
ous the wealthy may be, every good
cause continues to depend on the
small but steady stream of gifts from
those who cannot give much, but are
nonetheless moved to give what they
can.

We also need to remember that not
every gift is measured as money; per-
haps your gift could be to teach a
Church School class, or to sing in the
choir. It is not important how much
we give, as it is to be faithful in giving
what you can. If you are faithful in
this way, it may be that God will offer
greater opportunity and capacity.

Remember, that if you are not gen-
erous with a small income, you are
not likely to be generous with large
one.

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Reflections on the Feast of Sts. Peter and Paul, The Holy Aposties

The apolytikion of the feast of Sts. Peter
and Paul calls them, “first in prominence
among the apostles,” and the Kontonkios of
the feast lauds them as the “pinnacle” of the
Lord’s disciples. Even a brief examination
of the lives of these two saints affirms the
truths about them expressed in these hymns.

They were the twin pillars of strength
that upheld the early Church, a reality at-
tested to by the traditional icon of the two
saints that depicts them jointly supporting a
Church building. Their lives were living sac-
rifices to God, and ultimately, both of them
would be martyred for the sake of their pre-
cious Lord and His Gospel.

Certainly, the honor accorded these two
men is well deserved and yet they were un-
questionably the least likely of candidates to
be entrusted with the mission of spreading
the Gospel and becoming the most influen-
tial voices in the history of the Church after
the Lord Himself.

Simon, later renamed Peter by the Lord,
was an uneducated peasant fisherman who
had a brash impetuous and, at times, weak
temperament. The Gospels recount several
instances when he was scolded by Christ for
his lack of faith, spiritual discernment and
unwise actions. And of course, the pains,

fear and despair of his threefold denial of the
Lord before his crucifixion are recorded in
all four Gospels.

And yet, St. Peter, in spite of his personal
failing and less than perfect personality, was
regenerated by the risen Christ and the
power of the Holy Spirit into the leader and
principal spokesman of the fledging Chris-
tian Church.

Like St. Peter, St. Paul, as well, was a
most improbable choice for unparalleled
service to God. He was a Roman citizen,
fluent in the Greek language, a leader of the
sect of the Pharisees and a respected teacher
of the Mosaic Law. He became an impla-
cable enemy and persecutor of the emerging
Christian community, notorious for holding
the cloaks of those who stoned to death St.
Stephen, the Protomartyr.

Yet, after a transforming vision of the
risen Christ on the road to Damascus, St.
Paul, then known as Saul, was entrusted with
the mission of evangelizing the Gentile
world and formulating through his epistles
the most perfect written expression of the
Christian Gospel.

Just as his counterpart, St Peter had done,
St. Paul, in the face of harsh persecution,
beatings, imprisonment, hunger and pov-

erty, was faithful to his calling until his mar-
tyrdom.

What can we contemporary Christians learn
from the lives of these two greatest of
Apostles?

Perhaps the most important is that re-
gardless of one’s past, shortcomings or fail-
ures, anyone who is sincerely willing to heed
God’s call and through faith and repentance
submit to His will, can be used in God’s ser-
vice. What matters to God is not so much
what one was, but rather what one is willing
to become in cooperation with His love and
grace.

Another lesson is a cautionary one. We

must be careful not to too quickly or sum-
marily judge the lives of others. No one
knows what God may be preparing to do
through His mercy for His greater glory in
the life of another.
Finally, in reflecting on the lives of Sts. Pe-
ter and Paul, each of us must ask ourselves
if we are truly listening for God’s call to
serve in whatever capacity He desires. And
then, we must ask ourselves if our answer to
Him will be what St Paul’s answer to God’s
call was, “Lord, what do you want me to
do?”
