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REFLECTIONS ON THE BIRTH OF THE MOTHER OF GOD

The Feast of the Nativity of our Most
Holy Lady, the Theotokos, and Ever Vir-
in Mary, is celebrated each year on
eptember 8th. The Feast commemo-
rates the birth of the Mother of our Lord
and Savior Jesus Christ.

It is most appropriate that the Feast
is the first major feast after the begin-
ning of the Church’s annual cycle on
September 1. The proximity of the two
events serves to emphasize that the
birth of the Virgin Mary is the event that
marks the beginning of God the Father’s
plan to send His Son, through the Incar-
nation, into the world to accomplish
mankind’s redemption.

Just as the Church understands
Christ’s Incarnation as an event planned
by God before all ages, it also recog-
nizes the birth of the Theotokos as simi-
larly preordained by God’s divine provi-
dence. For this reason, just as the
Church discerns the prophetic foretell-
ing of the coming of Christ in the Old
Testament, it also finds many direct and
indirect suggestions of the Panagia in

the Hebrew scriptures.
For instance, the burning bush and the
Ark of the Covenant in Exodus, both of
which held the glory of God and were
not consumed b¥1 His presence are per-
ceived by the Church as types of; that
is, pointing to, the Virgin Mary whose
womb held the eternal divine Son of
God. And, of course, the prophet
Isaiah’s “virgin” who would conceive
and bear a son is understood as an un-
mistakable allusion to the Panagia.
Because of these references and oth-
ers to the Virgin Mary in the Old Testa-
ment, the Church understands her to be
the last and greatest of the saints of Old
Covenant Israel and the first and great-
est saint of the true and New Israel of
God, the Church. Sheis considered the
living historical link between the prom-
ises of God to the Hebrew people to
send them a Savior and the fulfiliment of
that promise. As such, she is, by being
the living vessel through which the eter-
nal World of God assumed flesh and en-
tered the world, the divinely decreed in-

strument by which heaven, earth, God
and man are eternally united and all cre-
ation is redeemed. Because of her role
in the Incarnation Orthodox Christians
celebrate with great joy the birth of the
Theotokos (God-Bearer, Mother of God

as she was proclaimed by the Thir
Ecumenical Council. Although she is
held in the highest esteem, she is hon-
ored not so much for her self, praise-
worthy as that may be, but precisely
because she is the Mother of the Lord.
By highly respecting and reverenc-
ing the Virgin Mary the Fathers of the
Church understood that they were ad-
vancing and preserving a proper under-
standing of Christ as the fully divine
only begotten Son of God. Accurately
recognizing Christ’s full divinity de-
mands that the Virgin Mary be honored

and venerated.

The Church’s grasp of the Theotokos’
role in God’s plan of salvation is made
uite clear in the hymns sung during the
east of Virgin Mary’s Nativity. She is

This Ad Hoc
Committee is chaired by Gus Diacoloukas
and includes Tony Pearce, Costas
Triandafilos, Mike Kefalas, Mike Orfanos,
John Zoulis, Steve Karoupis, John
Sfakianoudis, Pete Saliaris,Takis
Papadopoulos, George Protopapas, George
Stamoulis, John Eleftheriou, and others. All
are welcome to participate and be a part of
the Ad Hoc Committee. Please notify me or
Gus Diacoloukas if you wish to participate.
St Nicholas need everyone’s help.

It is neither my intent nor the Ad Hoc
Committee’s intent to usurp the power and
authority of St Nicholas Board. Quite to the
contrary, it is intended to lessen the heavy
burden carried by the Board these many
years. Our Church Board ,and our Presi-
dents, have worked tirelessly for many

years with the planning, construction, dis-
putes, financing and the repayment of the
Platia debt. This Ad Hoc Committee will
hopefully, with Kour help, ease the financial
burden of the Church while working closely
with the Board in a coordinated effort to-
wards reduction of the Platia debt .

It is the intent of the Ad Hoc Committee
to raise funds and put money in dedicated
accounts, under the St Nicholas Church, that
may only be used to reduce the Plateia debt.
Hopefully, with St Nicholas’ help, this Ad
Hoc Committee will be successful in its ef-
forts. I urge everyone to participate in and
with the Ad Hoc Committee and actively
support the efforts of the Committee to re-
duce the Plateia debt. Thank you.

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“In the anatomy of every church, there are
four kinds of bones. There are the WISH
BONES, who spend their time wishing some-
one else to do the work. There are the JAW
BONES, who do all the talking but little else.
There are the KNUKKLE BONES, who knock
everything that anyone ever tries to do. And
there are the BACK BONES, who get under the
load and do the work. Which BONE are you?
Come on now and be honest with yourself. This
is a good time for self-examination!!”

This passage appeared in the publication
Agape Fellowship of the late Father Anthony of
Pennsylvania. It is worth sharing with members
of Saint Nicholas, and frankly, with members of
all churches and organizations. It brings to
mind all the dedicated BACK BONES who
have lovingly served and are serving our Parish
to the glory of God.

During its more than 50 year history, hun-
dreds of faithful stewards have volunteered their
services to our beloved Saint Nicholas in all ca-
pacities: Sunday School, PTA of our Greek
School, Church Board, Philoptochos, advisors
to our youth groups, festival, library, publica-
tions, choir, altar, bible studies, as well as count-
less unsung heroes who pitch in behind the scene
doing the menial tasks to ensure that church
functions run smoothly and that the building and
its furnishings are maintained. These kind acts
of selflessness constitute true stewardship. The
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commitment of our church BACK BONES is
sincere for they are devoted to their mission of
preserving and perpetuating our Orthodox faith
for future generations as it has been passed on
to us.

These stewards, however, need much addi-
tional assistance and support from all the other
BONES of our community. All of us, whether
volunteers or paid stuff, should follow the ex-
ample of our Parish President (among others
and as many preceding him have done) who
without hesitation steps up to so many tasks
that need attention without commenting
“That’s not my job” or “It’s not in my job de-
scription”. This is genuine leadership; an atti-
tude which inspires, begets respect, and causes
others to willingly follow such a role model.

In the United States scores of volunteer or-
ganizations thrive and have accomplished great
undertakings. Volunteerism is a tradition in this
land of plenty as thanks to God who has shed
His grace on us! One such group which perhaps
goes unnoticed is the team which has been re-
storing one of the workhorse battleships of
World War II and later conflicts, the John W.
Brown Berthed in our own Inner Harbor this
ship is lovingly worked on by 35-60 volunteers
every Wednesday and Saturday, who range in
age from late teens to mid 80’s from every walk
of life professional and nonprofessional. Re-
storing and maintaining this vessel includes
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tasks such as swabbing decks, polishing brass,
preparing materials for display, etc. When toi-
lets need to be cleaned, the job gets done
whether by an accountant or a medical profes-
sional without question. One doesn’t hear “I
don’t do toilets” because they all have a mis-
sion: to restore the worthy John W. Brown.
Their enthusiasm and unity in purpose is to be
emulated. This group knows very well that
there is no “I” in the word TEAM.

Our team mission at Saint Nicholas : To
LIVE our Orthodox faith and thereby spread
the WORD of Jesus Christ by our deportment
toward all those with whom we come in contact.
As we begin the new ecclesiastic year, let us
strive to make our Saint Nicholas “BACK
BONE?” stronger by pitching in to assist and
thank those volunteers who have undertaken
the leadership roles within our Church Commu-
nity. Let’s not allow osteoporosis of our
BACK BONE to set in by a WISH BONE,
JAW BONE, or KNUKKLE BONE. EACH of
us has something worthwhile to contribute in-
cluding time, talents, and innovative ideas; all to
serve Jesus Christ our Savior through the well
being of our Saint Nicholas Church.

Let’s step forward to offer our God-given
talents to the glory of God; asking not only what
His Church can do for me, by what I can do for
His Church.

called among other titles “Temple and
throne of God” and “Bridge of Life”.
The hymns and texts of the services
celebratinghthe Feast are drawn prima-
rily from the second century Book of
James or Protoevangelion. This non-
canonical book, along with the Gospel
accounts of the Theotokos, was ex-
tremely influential in shaping the early
Church’s exalted attitude towards the
Virgin Mary. It recounts her divinely
Blanned and angelically announced
irth to the aged Joachim and Anna, her
miraculous infancy and childhood and
her dedication to the Temple.
As ArchbishoF Kallistos Ware has
pointed out, the fact that the Orthodox
Church oes the

not include

Protoevangelion of James in the Canon
of Holy Scripture makes it possible to
assent to the profound spiritual truth
and realitg which the story of the
Panagia’s birth reveals without having
to ascribe precise historical correct-
ness to the story.

This great truth is that the Virgin
Mary from her birth and before was cho-
sen by God to play the most unique and
unparalleled role of any human being in
God’s plan of salvation. In her womb the
union of God and man was accom-
plished. A union that would free human-
ity from the curse of sin and death, grant
mankind eternal life, redeem all of cre-
ation, and inaugurate the everlasting

kingdom of God.
